TWHYA Horsemanship Award

The purpose of this national award is to recognize one youth per year that excels in
every aspect of the Tennessee Walking Horse industry including leadership and
promotion of the Tennessee Walking Horse, being active in TWHYA and TWHBEA
activities, and the youth must use a registered Tennessee Walking Horse in his or her
equine activities. In order to be eligible for this award the youth must have previously
entered applications for the TWHYA Ambassador Award (Level One), the TWHYA
Achievement Award (Level Two), and the TWHYA Merit Award (Level Three). The
youth does not have to win these awards; only submissions of these three applications
are required before becoming eligible for the TWHYA Horsemanship Award. The
recipient of this award will receive a $1,000 Scholarship and will be recognized in the
Voice Magazine.

Merit Award application to be eligible for the TWHYA Horsemanship Award.

* The TWHYA youth member can submit this application multiple times, but he or
she can only win this award once.

* Entire application and all supporting materials become the property of TWHBEA
and will not be returned.
